Romeo and Juliet Act 2 Literary Term Guided Notes

1. Soliloquy: In drama, a moment when a character is alone and speaks his or her thoughts aloud

2. Apostrophe:  A figure of speech wherein a thing, place, abstract idea, dead or absent person is addressed directly as if present and capable of understanding and responding. *talking to something that is not human*

· Example: “Death, please take me tonight.”

· "Twinkle, twinkle little star, how I wonder what you are?"

· directly addressing a person or thing as if it/s/he were really there. (Romeo & Juliet, where Juliet speaks, “O Romeo, Romeo, wherefore art thou Romeo?).
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
